Skipanon Watershed Council Meeting Notes
November 2, 2010

In attendance: Peggy Hines (Cullaby Lake), Norm, Judy, Marie and Andy Kujala (property owners), Jim Scheller (Skipanon WSC), Pat Jensen (Smith Lake), Steve Porter (Warrenton High School), Madeline Dalton (Council Coordinator).
I. Meeting minutes from the September watershed council meeting were reviewed and approved.  

II.  Announcements: 
A. Measure 76: The ballot measure for continued lottery dollars to permanently fund parks, watersheds and other natural resource programs will be decided during this week’s election. 
B.   Marine Reserves Final Meeting: The final meeting for the Marine Reserves    Community Team will be held on Wednesday November 10 from 5:30 to 8:30 pm at the Clatsop Community College Room 219. At this meeting, the community team will be making their final decision for their recommendation about whether or not to implement the Cape Falcon Marine Reserve off the coast of Oregon, just south of Clatsop County. Jim suggested that the watershed council take a position on the marine reserves issue because we do have a watershed representative on the community team. Peggy moved to have the representative for watersheds vote in favor of the marine reserve. Pat seconded the motion; however, Norm opposed the motion. Norm stated that he does not think that watersheds should take a position on marine reserves. The council discussed the matter further before having a final vote. The final vote was 3 in favor, 1 opposed, and 1 that wished not to take a position. Therefore, the final vote for the Skipanon Watershed Council is to support implementing Marine Reserves off the coast of Oregon.  
III. Treasurer’s Report: The current balance for the Pacific Seafood Fine money is $78,174.54. There has been no spending since the last meeting.

IV. Old Business

A. Volunteering at Perkins Creek Recap: On Monday, October 11, Pat, Jim and Madeline worked to remove the reed canary grass at the Perkins Creek project site that had grown up over the past year, and were threatening to choke out the native plantings installed there. They were also joined by April Silva, Amy Ammer and Alejandro Bancke from CREST, as well as Jay Flint from Enterprise Cascadia. The group was successful in uncovering many of the native plants that were installed at the site last winter. Madeline passed out pictures from the event.  

B. Skipanon Middle Control Structure: Madeline will be applying for 319 funding through DEQ later this fall. The grant cycle has not opened yet. After the grant is written, we will apply for permits from Oregon Department of State Lands and Army Corps of Engineers. 
V. New Business

A. Culvert Assessment: Madeline mentioned that while reviewing the Skipanon Watershed Assessment recently, it recommended supplementing the assessment with a culvert assessment. Madeline is interested in pursuing the possibility of a culvert assessment to identify fish passage issues and potentially develop new restoration projects within the watershed. 

VI. Good-of-the-Order- Steve mentioned that the Warrenton High School Fisheries students currently have 22,100 Chinook eggs, and will be getting 500 steelhead eggs and 6,000 coho eggs. The new hatchery UV system is up and running and so far, it is working very well. 
Norm mentioned that we have not yet done our annual visit to Cullaby Creek to look for spawning salmon. The council discussed potential dates for the visit, and decided on the following day, Wednesday November 3, at 2:30 pm.
