Ecola Creek Watershed Council meeting minutes 9/15/2008
In attendance: Lori Lilly (WC coordinator), Bob Lundy (ECWC), Mike Manzulli (ECWC), Jerome Arnold (ECWC), Thomas Merrell (Arch Cape Service District)
I. Minutes from July’s watershed council meeting were approved.


II. Announcements
A. The Arch Cape Community Club meeting will be held on 9/20/2008, 6 PM at the Arch Cape Fire Hall.  Pacific Habitat Services will be presenting draft local wetland inventory maps.
B. A community meeting will be held on 9/16/2008 to vote on the support of marine reserves and nominate the area between Tillamook Head and Falcon Cove as a site.  Contact Mike for details.

C. A conference will be held in Corvallis on stream responses to management under the Forest Practices Act.  Contact Jerome for details.
III. New Business
A. Hug Point Land Purchase – A 29-acre parcel adjacent to Hug Point State Park and which contains 5 springs and source-water for the Cannon View Park Water District, is up for sale.  Tom is leading an effort to have the land purchased and protected either by the North Coast Land Conservancy or Oregon State Parks.  Tom asked the council for a letter of support of the land purchase; council agreed.  The North Coast Watershed Association may also be able to supply a letter of support.  Doug Deur is writing up an overview of the property.  Lori can help with maps.
IV. Old Business

A. Mike mentioned that he was reviewing the response letter from ODF regarding the council’s concerns re: stream buffers, esp. on drinking water streams.  The ODF letter cites Measure 49 several times but that is not applicable on areas zoned for forestry.  Mike will draft a letter of response.  
B. Lori presented to the Cannon Beach City Council last month re: council activities as per our council support agreement from OWEB to “update local government on our activities.”

C. Cannon Beach Natural History Park – Lori is serving on a committee with others to develop the CB Natural History Park, which has expanded to the Greater Ecola Natural Area.  Principles of the plan to be presented to the CB City Council on 10/14 include: a core area system of parks and natural areas, a comprehensive recreation strategy, and inventory of these sites and a management plan to support them, a comprehensive education strategy, and recognition that arts in Cannon Beach is a direct result of the natural beauty inherent within the landscape.
D. Project updates

1. Arch Cape Inventory/Assessment update – Draft inventory maps have been made available to the council.  The council reviewed the maps and provided comment.  Mike met with the contractor in Arch Cape on 9/14 and discussed the community’s concerns with some areas on the maps where wetlands have been under-represented.  Continue to send any additional comments to Lori, who will pass along to the contractor.
2. Elk Flats Stream Restoration project update – The survey is nearly complete.  Final engineering, geo-technical needs assessment and design of the bioswales need to be completed before grants for construction are submitted.  The project may need to wait until 2010 for construction.
3. Ecola Creek volunteer water quality monitoring program 

a. The group is scheduled for the first sampling on 9/22 at 2 PM, however Mike Jackson cannot make it and we are not sure about Scott and Katie.  If Scott and Katie cannot make that date/time, we will re-schedule for a time when Mike can make it.

b. Tom suggested checking with the City about their E. coli sampling starting on 10/1.

c. Mike said that Surfrider is interested in sampling Ecola for Enterococcus and wondered if we would want to coordinate on that with them on that sampling.  The group will decide after getting their feet wet a couple times so the logistics can be better understood before making a decision.

4. Arch Cape, Shark and Asbury Creeks riparian restoration – the council still has an active OWEB grant for riparian work on these streams.  The council will identify areas for plantings and seek interested landowners.  Mike and Nadia will draft a flyer.
