Meeting Minutes 2/16/2010

I. Minutes from the January meeting were approved.
II. Announcements 

A. Jeneé announced that the Coffee with the Commissioner events have been well received. Future Coffee with the Commissioner speakers are occurring on fluctuating days and times in order to accommodate for a variety of Clatsop County residents’ schedules. Event flyers are posted at the Cannon Beach Post Office; as well as in the local paper, and are also announced on various local radio stations.  

B. Mike Manzulli announced that Cannon Beach’s annual Earth Day event is coming up on Saturday April 24th. Mike M. will be volunteering at the Surfrider Foundation table, but suggested that it would be a good idea for the Ecola Creek Watershed Council to have a table as well. Madeline will be at the event with a table for the North Coast Watershed Association (which includes the Ecola Creek WC), but said that it would be great to have members of the council have either a separate table or a combined table with NCWA to promote the council and recruit volunteers in the local community. 
C. Jerome announced that the Cape Falcon Marine Reserve Community Team has met and elected chairmen. Ron Kaiser and Tim Josie were elected to be co-chairs for the committee. There is no date and time set for the next Marine Reserve Team meeting, but Jerome will keep us informed when more information is available. 
D. Nadia announced that there will be a storyteller at the Columbia River Maritime Museum in Astoria on Thursday February 19th, at 7 PM. The focus of the event will be Native American and Women’s folklore. 
III. Watershed Business

A. Arch Cape Riparian Planting Grant: The majority of the plantings for this project have been completed. The grant is set to close this Saturday, February 20th. The MTC work crew will be out with Regina again this weekend to finish up the remaining planting on the unnamed tributary. 
B. Sea Ranch Plantings: Last month, the council discussed the possibility of trying to coordinate with both the City of Cannon Beach and the Swaggerts to revegetate the riparian areas along the Sea Ranch property that have been recently fenced. Celeste offered to create a planting plan for the site. However, she is going to wait until the spring when plants have leafed out to assess the site from the road. Waiting till later in the year will make it easier to determine what plant varieties currently exist on the property. 
IV. For the good-of-the-order:  
A. Recap for Oregon Department of Forestry Public Hearing: Discussion was held on the ODF public hearing regarding changes to the public forest lands policies that occurred on January 28th in Seaside. Both Mike M. and Mike J. attended the public hearing. The major changes include adjusting the percentage of old growth forests from 50% to 30 or 40%. Also, ODF will no longer be working with US Fish and Wildlife Service on wildlife management requirements. 
B. Tom announced that there is a new plan in place for the Department of Forestry to conduct aerial spraying along the powerlines and at every tributary crossing in Clatsop County. The council will look into this matter further and discuss it at a later date. 
C. Bob L. mentioned that he spoke with Mark C. with the City of Cannon Beach regarding the e.coli levels at the Ecola Court outfall site near Gower Street. Mike J. stated that the Cannon Beach Public Works Department has created a subcommittee to develop a plan for bacteria management.
