Meeting Notes 3/21/2011

I. Minutes- Notes from the February meeting were reviewed and approved
II. Announcements 

A. St. Peter the Fisherman Riparian Planting Event: The council decided to have a volunteer planting project at the St. Peter the Fisherman property in Arch Cape on Saturday April 9th from 10am to 1 pm. This site was treated for knotweed last fall, and the council would like to replant native vegetation throughout the riparian zone to improve the wildlife habitat and keep the knotweed from coming back. 
B. Earth Day Event: This year’s 12 Days of Earth Day street fair will be held on Saturday April 23rd from 11am to 1:30pm. The Ecola Creek Watershed Council will have a booth at the fair and we will have the fish print activity for kids, as well as examples of invasive plant species. Any council members who would like to volunteer to come and help out at the booth are encouraged to do so. 
C. Farmer’s Market: Bob announced that the Cannon Beach Farmer’s Market committee will soon be contacting local organizations interested in having a booth at the 2011 Farmer’s Market. This year the time of the market has changed slightly, and will be held from 1pm to 5 pm on Tuesdays. The council expressed a desire to have a booth at the market when possible. Madeline will try to reserve a booth twice during the market season on the 3rd Tuesday of the month. That way, we can host our regular council meeting a day later at the market in lieu of a regular meeting. 
III. Watershed Business

A. Council Evaluation Discussion: The past few meetings we have not had enough attendance to formally discuss the council evaluation sheets. Therefore, the council went through the evaluation sheet and discussed what elements we would like to focus on more in the future. 
B. Ivy Free Tree Update: On Saturday March 19th, ECWC partnered with the Friends of the Trails Group to remove English ivy and other invasives along the Cannon Beach Trail. We had a good turn out and removed several large piles worth of invasive plants. 
C. Watershed Council Bylaws- Final Approval: All of the recommended revisions previously discussed during council meetings have been addressed in the final draft of the document. Madeline created a map of the Ecola Creek Watershed to accompany the bylaws. It was also suggested that a copy of the finalized bylaws be brought to council meetings to acclimate potential new members to our organization. Bob moved to accept the amended bylaws. Mike J. seconded, and all were in favor of approving the bylaws. 
D. 2011 Ecola Creek Watershed Council Work Plan: Over the past few months, the council has worked to develop a work plan for the 2011 year. Madeline compiled all of the suggested projects for the next year, and passed out a copy of the finalized work plan to the council members to review. Mike M. moved to accept the 2011 work plan. Mike J. seconded the motion. The council accepted the work plan. 
E. City of Cannon Beach Ecola Forest Reserve Advisory Committee: The City of Cannon Beach is assembling a committee to assist in creating a management plan for their newly acquired Forest Reserve. The City has asked that a watershed council representative be on the committee. The council has until March 25th to have a member apply. Nadia has agreed to be the watershed representative. She will submit an application on our behalf. 
F. Water Quality Monitoring Update: Mike J. addressed the council with an idea he has to utilize a closed circuit underwater camera to monitor fish usage at proposed areas in the watershed. Mike brought in a demo of the device that he is thinking of having made to show the council. It is possible that there could be grant money available that we could apply for to help fund this interesting project. Madeline will work with Mike to see what opportunities we may be able to utilize to get this project going. 
G. Landscape of the Whale Update: Mike M. will be the watershed representative for the Landscape of the Whale group that is currently in progress in the area. We hope that this group will give the council the opportunity to gain more exposure to the work that we do in our watershed, and will allow us to work more collaboratively with other groups doing similar work in our area.
