I. Minutes- No quorum so minutes were not approved. 
II. Announcements 

A. Earth Day Reminder: Madeline reminded the council members that the Cannon Beach 12 Days of Earth Day parade and street fair is happening this Saturday, April 23rd. The event will take place from 11am to 1:30pm in the parking lot between the Cannon Beach Public Library and US Bank. The watershed council will have a booth at the street fair and will also have a fish printing activity for children. 
B. Rain Garden Workshop: OSU extension will also be hosting a rain garden workshop this Saturday to help residential gardeners and landscapers learn more about designing, building and maintaining rain gardens in our area. The event will take place at the Fort Clatsop Visitors Center from 8:30am to 5:00pm. The cost of the workshop is $30, and will include lunch and materials. 
C. Broom Buster Event: At our last council meeting, we decided that this year, instead of having our Broom Buster Event on the Saturday of Scotch Broom removal week, we will have it instead on the Monday of our regular council meeting. We decided to make this change in order to prevent taking volunteers from other volunteer scotch broom removal events happening on the same day. Therefore, our Broom Buster Event will occur on Monday May 16th at 4pm. We will meet at Les Shirley Park in Cannon Beach, and then move on to other locations in Cannon Beach to remove Scotch Broom. 
III. Watershed Business

A. Farmer’s Market Booth Dates: Madeline reserved June 21 and August 16th for the Ecola Creek Watershed Council to have a booth at this year’s Cannon Beach Farmer’s Market. Previously, we decided to have our monthly council meetings coincide with the dates we will have a booth at the Farmer’s Market. Both the June and August watershed council meetings will be held the Tuesday after our regularly scheduled meeting date at the Farmer’s Market. 
B. Landscape of the Whale: Bob attended a meeting for this program on March 28th. Bob gave an update on the meeting items discussed. Dan Miller from Fort Vancouver National Park will be helping to facilitate the program. He facilitates about 8 to 10 similar groups at a time. His strategy is to have a core group consisting of organization and agency representatives meet monthly, and a larger group that meets less frequently. Dan will also help the cooperating organizations with a comprehensive plan. 
C. Arch Cape Work Party on Sally’s Alley Update- We had a great turn out at our volunteer planting event on April 9th. We were able to replant much of the knotweed treated area on the St. Peter the Fisherman property. Madeline passed out photos taken at the event. 
D. Underwater Camera Grant: At the March meeting, Mike J. expressed interest in trying to acquire funds to build and install a closed circuit underwater camera. Mike has been working on a grant application for funding from the City of Cannon Beach. The application is due at the end of April. Both Bob and Madeline agreed to look over the application before Mike submits it to the City. 
E. Water Quality Monitoring Update: Mike J. gave a brief update about the water quality monitoring. The monitoring crew sampled again today, and will continue to sample as long as we have enough chemicals to perform the analyses.
