I. Introductions

II. Announcements

A. Lori attended the River Restoration Northwest conference early this month in Skamania.  Many interesting presentations were made, including one on using willows for streambank stabilization.  Information is available at the CREST office.
III. Old Business

A. Project updates
1. Big Creek Restoration project – Plantings at the County Park will happen at the end of February/beginning of March.  The site is prepared; the South Fork crew lopped all the blackberries by hand and a student from Knappa H.S.’s Future Farmer’s of America program tilled up the rootstocks.  Likely a group from Tongue Point will do the plantings there as well as on Howard Kem’s property.  Jim mentioned that he noticed that beaver do not appear to take cascara in plantings.  Lori is preparing the permit for placing large woody debris in the side channel at the County Park.  Bud has submitted permits through the Forest Practices Act for the velocity barrier project.  According to the engineer’s budget estimates, we are 30K short for the velocity barrier project – Lori will likely apply to LCREP/NOAA for the remaining funds.
2. Nicolai-Wickiup Habitat Assessment – a list of the assessed and not-yet-assessed streams are below.
B. Council meeting schedule change – The council agreed to move to bi-monthly meetings and to change the meeting day to 2nd Thursdays.  The next meeting has been scheduled for 4/10/2008.  The council discussed putting a public notice in the paper for upcoming meeting to reach those without e-mail.  Jim offered to call a short list of folks if that didn’t work.  The council discussed having a speaker at the next meeting to discuss the potential of having too much wood in the streams and overloading streams with nutrients?  Lori will look for a speaker for that as well as for damage to riparian areas from the storm.
IV. New Business 

A. Potential projects – The council discussed potential future projects, including the dike breach on Marvin Autio’s property, Warren Slough (Lori will put on agenda for next meeting to get stakeholder involvement), alcove development on Jim’s property (Sam will follow-up with Wey. Co.) and replacing a culvert on Hillcrest Lp. Rd. (has been assessed by Todd Boswell very recently and should show up in his report).
V. Good-of-the-Order – Bud reported on having attended the latest Lower Columbia River Salmon Recovery Team meeting and a discussion on how beaver are to be encouraged in streams.
