Skipanon Watershed Council Meeting Notes
October 6th, 2009

6 PM, Warrenton High School

In attendance: Pat Jensen (Smith Lake), Judy and Andy Kujala (property owners), Jim Scheller (Chair), Madeline Dalton (Council Coordinator).
I. In the absence of a council quorum, minutes were reviewed, but will not be approved until the November meeting. The October meeting will not have official minutes, but notes were taken and distributed.   
II. Treasurer’s Report: The current balance for the Pacific Seafood Fine money is $65,392.96. There has been no spending since the last meeting. However, the council has encumbered $6,000 for the Perkins Creek project, $6,000 for the Plyter dam retrofit project, and $6,000 for conceptual designs for the Bickmore Farms project.
III. Old Business

A. Perkins Creek: Construction is currently underway at Perkins Creek. Madeline was out at the site all day to supervise the progress. The culvert has been placed and the contracting crew is currently working on placing the fill around the pipe. After the project is completed, we will have to consider getting together a volunteer work crew to replant the wetland area next to the culvert replacement where the reed canary grass was removed. 

B. Water Control Structure Tour Recap: The tour of the middle water control structure (Plyter dam) on the Skipanon River that occurred last month went well. The NRCS engineer has been in contact with Jim. The final blueprints for the project will be completed this winter. We may look to apply for an OWEB small grant to help pay for the retrofit project. 

C. Annual Gathering Recap: This year’s annual gathering was successful, however attendance was low. In preparation for next year’s meeting Madeline would like for all of the watershed councils to think of ways to help get people interested in attending the event. 
IV. Good-of-the-Order- Jim stated that there has not been anything else done about the Alder Creek tidegate project since the site visit in August. There is still a possibility that we could use Pacific Seafoods Fine money for this project. If fine dollars can be used, the council may want to use funding to contract an engineer to complete conceptual designs.
