Bruce Apple will be contacted to set up a meeting to discuss lake and weed issues later.  Patrick updated the group on the effectiveness of harvesting and funding, specifically on Smith Lake.

Perkins Creek—Jim gave an overview of the project.  Lori explained the next step is to review the RFP’s, then get permits.  No cooperative agreement has been received back from the property owner to date.  Contractor is doing habitat survey.

Shannon—Skipanon dams—meeting NRCS and Skipanon Water District on Thursday to discuss current structures.

Lori---There was a city staff meeting today and it was a positive discussion.  They support our efforts at Alder Creek and feel that a lot of technical assistance will be needed in order to pursue it.  Review of action plan to be done at our next meeting to discuss further.
