Nicolai-Wickiup Watershed Council Meeting Minutes

June 10, 2010

I. Introductions were made around the room. 

II. Minutes from the February Nicolai-Wickiup WC meeting were reviewed and approved. Suggestion was also made to adopt a meeting line item to adopt the monthly agenda. 
III. Announcements

IV. Upcoming Workshop Opportunities: Madeline announced that there will be an invasive weeds workshop on Saturday June 19th at the Lewis & Clark National and Historic Park from 9 am to 12 pm, followed by an invasive species hike from 1 pm to 4 pm. This workshop is a continuation to the Early Detection Rapid Response workshop that was held last fall. 
V. New Business

A. Culvert Replacement Project: At the last Nicolai- Wickiup Watershed Council Meeting, Madeline discussed the possibility of partnering on a future project off of Ivy Station Road on property owned by Gene Holmes. Mr. Holmes has a culvert on his property that needs to be replaced, and at the same time could have benefit for juvenile salmonids. In April, Madeline visited the property with Dave Ambrose from SWCD, Micah Russell from CREST, and several of the surrounding property owners. Madeline would like to try to develop a project to replace the culvert and tide gate, and vegetate the stream banks behind the tide gate to enhance the riparian area and improve habitat conditions for fish. She is currently collaborating with Alejandro Bancke from CREST to develop maps for this to show the landowners for this potential project. 

B. Riparian Plantings: Over the past two months, Madeline has utilized funding from a DEQ 319 grant to plant native vegetation in riparian areas throughout the North Coast Watersheds. The planting crew planted 555 native trees and shrubs on Constance Waisanen’s Property on Ivy Station Road. 
C. Measure 66 Petition: John McKesson stated that there is a campaign right now to renew the 15% lottery income for watersheds and parks. The current funding will sunset in 2014 and therefore, this November there will be measure to renew the funding. Discussion was held to have the Nicolai- Wickiup Watershed Council endorse Measure 66. John made a motion to have the Watershed Council endorse the measure; Jim seconded, and all were in favor. 
VI. Old Business

A. Annual Gathering: At previous NCWA council meetings, the idea of making this year’s annual gathering into a fundraising dinner was met without enthusiasm. However, several council members suggested other event venues, including the idea of taking a jet boat tour on the Columbia River for this year’s event. John McKesson contacted the Portland Spirit to get information about reserving a jet boat. The boat is available on Wednesdays, Fridays and Sundays from June through September. The cost of reserving the boat would be $900. Tours run 90 minutes. Madeline asked the council if they would be willing to participate in a jet boat tour at a cost of $30/ person, and if so which day would be best to host the event. The overall feedback from the council was positive.  

B. Project Updates- Kem Project: Madeline has been coordinating with Howard and NRCS to utilize donated logs from the OWEB log salvage grant for engineered log jams for the Kem project. Madeline, Shannon Zuschlag and Chris Gauthier from NRCS have visited both storage sites to mark usable logs for the project. They flagged approximately 9 logs to use for the project. The OWEB grant will also pay for mobilization costs for transporting the logs to the project site. 
C. Marine Reserves Committee Update: Jim announced that at the past Cape Falcon Marine Reserve Community Team meetings, they have been listening to presentations and testimonies from various local groups regarding research and opinions on marine reserves. The community team will be making their decision by late September about whether or not to recommend to ODFW to implement a Marine Reserve at Oswald West Park on the north boundary of Arch Cape.  
D. Warren Slough Restoration: John recently attended the meeting regarding the potential Warren Slough Restoration project. After several years of deliberation, the Army Corps of Engineers finally agreed to allow for repairs to the washed out railroad at Warren Slough that occurred during a winter storm in 2005. However, at some point during this process, the ODFW fish passage specialist halted progress because ODFW had not been consulted regarding the project designs. The watershed association was advised not to attend this meeting; however, we are very interested in the outcome of this project and would be willing to lend assistance if necessary.
