Meeting Minutes 5/27/2010

I. Minutes from the January council meeting were reviewed and approved.
II. Announcements
III. Upcoming Workshop Opportunities: There will be another Early Detection Rapid Response workshop for invasive plants on Saturday June 19th at the Lewis & Clark National and Historic Park- Fort Clatsop from 9 am to 12 pm, followed by an invasive species hike from 1 pm to 4 pm. This workshop is a continuation of the Early Detection Rapid Response workshop that was held last fall. There is also going to be a rain garden workshop at Fort Clatsop on September 17th. More details about this workshop will be available closer to the date of the workshop. 
IV. Old Business 

a. Project Updates:
1. Otter Point:  NPS, NCWA and CREST have been making progress on the Otter Point project, with the intent of completing phase I implementation later this year. The majority of Phase I funding is secured, and Madeline has submitted grant applications to both OWEB and LCREP for phase II funding. Permit applications have been submitted, and are currently being processed. However, because this project involves dike realignment, we will have to go through the Army Corps of Engineer’s 408 process before any alterations of the existing dike can occur in 2011. Madeline is currently working with NPS to complete the environmental assessment document as part of the permitting process as well. Don raised some remaining questions about the project designs. The council reviewed the final design documents of the project and discussed design questions. 
V. b.   Annual Gathering:  At previous NCWA council meetings, the idea of making this year’s annual gathering into a fundraising dinner was met without enthusiasm. However, several council members suggested other event venues, including the idea of taking a jet boat tour on the Columbia River for this year’s event. A member from another council contacted the Portland Spirit to get information about reserving a jet boat. The boat is available on Wednesdays, Fridays and Sundays from June through September. The cost of reserving the boat would be $900. Tours run 90 minutes. Madeline asked the council if they would be willing to participate in a jet boat tour and if so which day would be best to host the event. Overall responses from council members were positive, and it was decided that Sunday would be the most appropriate day for the event. Lee suggested also contacting Christopher Lloyd with Columbia River Ecotours to see about possibly taking a tour with their boat.
